NOTES 
1. Member’s facilities shall comply with Cooperative Standards, the National 

Electrical Code, and authorities having jurisdiction. 
2. All conduit connections to be raintight. 
3. Physical location of the pole and additional bracing, guying, or support (if 

needed), shall be approved by the Cooperative. 
4. Additional pole height may be required to maintain proper clearance per 

Section 7.3 Clearances. 
5. Member provides and installs service entrance wires per NEC requirements 

(minimum #6 copper or #4 aluminum).  A minimum 36” of each wire shall 
extend beyond the weatherhead. 

6. No utility service will be installed over any structure. 
7. A main disconnect is required for 7 or more circuit breakers.  NEC 230.71 
8. Member installed ½” galvanized eye bolt with 2”x2” square washer. 
9. If the conduit between the meter socket and the disconnect is not metallic, a 

bonding jumper is required (see Section 13.5). 
10. When air conditioned or electrically heated construction trailers are to be 

served, minimum 100A service entrance wire and equipment is required. 

No more than 75’ from Cooperative pole. 
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NOTICE 
The Cooperative recommends that all work on the Member’s facilities be 
performed by a qualified, licensed electrical contractor. 

 
Neutral shall be marked on both ends with white tape.  Neutral may 
be bare. 
Service entrance wires provided by Member. 
 
4” x 6” minimum treated pole or a round 6” diameter treated pole. 
 
Minimum 1” rigid/intermediate steel, rigid aluminum, schedule 80 
gray PVC electrical conduit, or EMT.  Required weatherhead should 
be same material as conduit per NEC 230.54. 
 
 
 
Minimum of two conduit straps. 
 
Minimum 100A meter socket required. 
 
 
Weatherproof fused disconnect or breaker required per NEC 230.70. 
 
 
Receptacles shall be weatherproof and GFCI per NEC 590.6B. 
 
Ground wire should be #6 copper securely stapled to pole and 
connected to meter socket (see section 13.5). 
5/8” x 8’ copper clad ground rod and clamp.  Upper end of rod to be 
flush with or below grade. 
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No more than 75’ from Cooperative’s pole. 
Cooperative provides and installs service drop 
conductors.
